The tournaments will be held under the present rules of tennis and the rules and regulations of Tennis Australia
and Tennis West. The Executive Committee of the tournaments, however, has entire control of the tournaments
and has the power to modify the rules as required.

Entry numbers may be restricted in all events, so please register early. Entries will be accepted in the order that
the Tournament Director receives them. All entries must be on the entry form or copy thereof and must be
accompanied by the correct fees.

All competitors must be at least aged 16 as at 31st January, 2024..

The tournaments are planned to be a timed, round robin format and where numbers permit, there will be different
divisions. Competitors are asked to provide details of recent playing levels.

The Executive Committee puts a great emphasis on all players being able to have an enjoyable day of tennis and
to socialize. The Committee reserves the right to approve a replacement player where a player is unable to
complete all the scheduled matches.

The tournaments will mainly be played on the appropriate “Grand Slam” surface (that is; hard court, grass or clay).

Competitors must report to the match committee at least 15 minutes prior to the time scheduled. Competitors
must be ready to play at the scheduled time irrespective of weather or other conditions and any competitor who is
not ready may be defaulted.

The Executive Committee does not plan to provide umpires.

Play is scheduled to start at 8.30am each day. The tennis courts will be opened from 8.00am each morning.
(These times may vary depending on forecast temperatures on the day).

To encourage players to participate in all 4 (four) 2022 “Grand Slams” a discounted entry fee will apply. Standard
entry fee will be $160 per team per tournament payable with entry form OR enter and pay for all 4 (four)
tournaments on initial entry form and cost will be $560 per team for all four 2024 “Grand Slam” tournaments. (a
saving of $80 per team). (Note: entry fees include lunch and morning/afternoon tea).

Substitution: If a team enters and pays for 4 (four) 2024 “Grand Slams” on initial entry form they may substitute
a player/players of similar standard if the need arises. Notification to Tournament Directors 7 days prior to playing
date is required. Teams may enter a reserve to play part of a Slam event — the reserve to be of similar standard to
the player being replaced.
