The AGM held on 14 September was well attended. The outgoing committee was re-elected with the
addition of two new members, Merri Mack and Geoff Jacobs. | welcome them to the committee.
The full committee is listed later in the newsletter. In the coming months, we will be proceeding with
LED floodlight installation on court 1 and rejuvenation of the grass surfaces on all five courts. At our
request, the Council has carried out a lighting pole inspection to determine pole integrity before the
lighting works are carried out. This report has shown that the two poles on court 4 are badly rusted
and need replacing. It is intended to do this replacement in conjunction with the lighting works on
court 1. The cost of the above works is in the order of $30,000, including $7,800 for the pole
replacements. We have applied for a Commonwealth Government grant to help fund the costs and
has been allocated $6,000, pending approval. We will also approach the Council to either fully pay for
or assist in the cost of the pole replacements on court 4. Later in the 2020 year, grants will be sought
for the replacement of the 22 year old metal halide floodlights with LED floodlights on courts 2, 3, 4
and 5. Members will be kept informed on progress. Our annual Christmas Party will be held on 14
December and Sue Moore has arranged a spit roast at the Club. It should be a great night and | look
forward to seeing you there.
